4. Please fill in all details requested on the attached form which includes a section requesting why you/your team would like to be considered for the Project 2018 Program. Also what your commitment is likely to be and what your ambitions are both short and long term.
5. There is a High Performance Advisory Group which will select the Program teams and athletes based on previous results and performances, and also on the potential to achieve future results. Only teams or athletes with a genuine dedication and ambition in curling should apply. We must stress that we are looking for commitment to the program with a strong emphasis on competitive excellence. Selection guidelines are attached at appendix 1.
6. Athletes will be required to sign and adhere to a USA Curling Athlete Agreement. 

7. Junior Teams MUST have a team coach approved by the USCA who can attend all training camps and tournaments.  Team coaches will be provided with Performance Analysis equipment which must be used to track video and statistics for all games played. All training will be provided.
8. Junior Teams MUST commit to an appropriate competition schedule of at least 6 tournaments which must be agreed to by the National Program Coaches, regardless of available funding.
9. The High Performance Program is committed to achieving competitive excellence.

Selection Guidelines

USA Curling Project 2018 Program
Project 2018 is part of the USCA High Performance Program’s long-term vision for sustained competitive excellence. It is aimed at identifying and developing athletes who aspire to become part of the USCA High Performance National Team Program. The World University Games provide a key international competitive opportunity through which Project 2018 can earmark support toward long-term competitive success and athlete development, alongside the annual World Junior Championships. Project 2018 will support both our top current junior athletes (under 21) as well as our top young athletes in the 21-27 year old age group as they aspire to qualify for future World Championships and Olympic Games.

Athletes and teams can be invited to become part of the USCA High Performance Project 2018 Program based on performances and results at international and national events during the preceding two-year period. For the avoidance of doubt for season 2013-14, performances and results from seasons 2011-12 and 2012-13 will be considered, with the most recent season prioritized. Performances and results from the following may be used to assess prospective athletes and teams:

1. World Championships

2. World Junior Championships

3. World Curling Tour

4. U.S. National Championships

5. U.S. National Junior Championships

The number of athletes and teams invited to become part of USCA High Performance Project 2018 Program will depend on resources available.
The High Performance Program Advisory Group will select the athletes/teams by the end of June 2013, and their decision shall be final.
